Following successful completion of all units each student shall complete and submit a full interior
decoration proposal for assessment. This presentation shall then be kept as the graduate’s portfolio of
work when applying for future employment.

FINAL ASSESSMENT PROCEDURE
The course administrator shall assess Unit Assessment Tasks fortnightly.

At completion of the 10 weeks all students shall be re-assessed on their final kitchen decorating and
design project.

Students are assessed as competent following successful completion of all twelve units and the final
presentation and certified as competent to perform tasks necessary for carrying out kitchen decorating
and design or home start consulting services competently and professionally either independently, as a
sole practitioner or employee of a building or building related retail, wholesale or manufacturing
company.

On completion of the course each successful candidate shall be presented with a certified as
competent “Kitchen Decorating and Design Practical Completion Certificate”. Following
successful completion of the course, mentoring will be available for graduates wishing to become self-
employed.
