The Home Interior Decor and Design and TAFE courses are compiled and written using the 
National Training Information Service Units of Competency. The Home Interior Decor and 
Design Courses minimize course venue contact commitments allowing self-perpetuating 
study timetables.  

   At the completion of the course graduates shall receive an “Interior Decor and Design  
  Practical Completion Certificate” listing all units successfully completed.   

Completed Units of Competency may be used for (RPL) “Recognition of Prior Learning” when 
applying to TAFE for further study in Interior Decoration and Design.
